| am aware that kayaking activities involve many risks, dangers, and hazards including, but not limited to: accidents which occur
during transportation or travel to and from the river; the overturning or upsetting of kayaks; entrapment by trees, logs, rocks or
equipment; hypothermia due to exposure to very cold water; swimming through long sections of continuous rapids; impact or
collision with rocks, trees, logs, deadfall, other vessels, and other boating equipment; encounters with domestic or wild animals; high
winds; equipment failure; variation in the water conditions, surfaces and currents; and negligence of other kayakers. | am also
aware that back country travel involves many risks. Communication in backcountry terrain is difficult, and in the event of an
accident; rescue and medical treatment may not be readily available. | am also aware that there is a risk of NEGLIGENCE ON THE
PART OF THE TRIP ORGANIZERS, INCLUDING THE FAILURE BY THE ORGANIZERS AND CLUB MEMBERS TO

RELEASE OF LIABILITY, WAIVER OF CLAIMS and INDEMNITY AGREEMENT

In consideration of the club agreeing to my participation in the Kayaking Activities and permitting my use of its equipment, | hereby
agree as follows:

1. TO WAIVE ANY AND ALL CLAIMS that | have or may in the future have against BORDERLINE BOATERS, THE WKABC,
ENDLESS ADVENTURE WILDERNESS TOURS, THEIR DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, MEMBER, GUIDES, INSTRUCTORS, AND
REPRESENTATIVES (all of whom are hereinafter referred to as the “RELEASEES”) AND TO RELEASE THE RELEASEES from any,
and all liability for any loss, damage, expense or injury including death that | may suffer, or that my next of kin may suffer as a result
of my participation in Kayaking Activities, DUE TO ANY CAUSE WHATSOEVER, INCLUDING NEGLIGENCE, BREACH OF
CONTRACT, OR BREACH OF ANY STATUTORY OR OTHER DUTY OF CARE, INCLUDING ANY DUTY OF CARE OWED UNDER
THE OCCUPIERS’ LIABILITY ACT, ON THE PART OF THE RELEASEES, AND FURTHER INCLUDING THE FAILURE ON THE
PART OF THE RELEASEES TO SAFEGUARD OR PROTECT ME FROM THE RISKS, DANGERS, AND HAZARDS OF THE
KAYAKING ACTIVITIES REFERRED TO ABOVE;

2. TO HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFY THE RELEASEES from any and all liability for any property damage or personal injury
to any third party resulting from my participation in Kayaking Activities;

3. That this Agreement shall be effective and binding upon my heirs, next of kin, executors, administrators, assigns and
representatives, in the event of my death or incapacity;

4. That this Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Province of British Columbia; and

5. That any litigation involving the parties to this Agreement shall be brought within the Province of British Columbia.

6. EQUIPMENT — | agree to pay for any damage and to replace at full retail value, any equipment provided by the club that | cause
damage to or lose.

In entering into this Agreement | am not relying on any oral or written representations or statements made by the Releasees with
respect to the safety of Kayaking Activities, other than what is set forth in this Agreement.
